Every outing the same basics apply. 
"The Walk Around". very simple, 
not too time consuming, but can 
save a lot of  headaches later!  Prior 
to hitting the road check the 
weather forecast, the trailer,  trailer 
hitch, straps, tie downs, lights, 
tires and brakes.  Prior to getting 
underway on the water, look over 
the general condition of the boat (If 
you haven’t already done so on the 
trailer). For those of us who keep 
the boat in the water, check  care-
fully for "critter intrusions" , and 
any signs in the water or possi-
ble engine oil or fuel  leaks. Check 
the engine, nav lights, horn, spot 
lights, marine radio (are you sure 
you are transmitting?) and the prop. 
Make sure you have the              
required number of PFD's and

Keep an eye out for additional 
membership initiatives in conjunction 
with Safe Boating week in May.
